dedicated to helping others or leading an initiative/program focused on making a positive impact in the
community.

The Mopping Duck — Winner of the Customers First Award for exemplary customer service.

TOOTRIS — Winner of the Outstanding Minority, Woman, or DBE-Owned Business Award which celebrates
the success of a small business contributing to the growth and diversity of the San Diego economy.

EnviroGreen Electronic Recycling — Winner of the Sustainable Business Award, which recognizes a small

business’ exemplary efforts to reduce its impact on the local and global environment.
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Workshops for Warriors — Winner of the Exceptional Veteran-Owned Business Award, celebrating a veteran-

owned small business that has attained outstanding business achievement in its field.

All award nominations were evaluated by a panel of Chamber members who reviewed applications and scored
them based on how well they met the award category criteria. Winners were selected based on the highest
score in each category.
